Frunzele rotunjite au 7-11 lobi serati, incizati pana la jumatate din

diametrul frunzei. Florile sunt grupate in corimbe pendente, purpurii, care apar primavara, inaintea

frunzelor. Fructele aripate (samare) au 3 cm lungime si apar sub frunze.

Acest artar este folosit pentru
infrumusetarea gradinilor, a parcurilor.

Cultura:

Creste de la soare pana in semiumbra; prefera soluri
umede, bine drenate. Specimene frumoase pot creste in
lumina filtrata de arborii Tnalti sau daca beneficiaza de
lumina direct a soarelui timp de 2-6 ore.

Description: Japanese maple grows to about 12 m tall. In cultivation, it is often a shrubby tree with

multiple trunks joining at ground-level. Its roundish leaves are seven to eleven serrate lobes incised to

about half the diameter of the leaf. It flowers in long, drooping purplish-red corymbs that appear in spring

before the leaves. Samaras are about 3 cm long and hang under the leaves.

Origin and spreading: East and central Europe

Usage:
This Maple would be at home in the
residential landscape, as well as the

commercial setting.

Cultivation:

Grows in sun to partial shade; prefers moist well drained
soil. Nice specimens can be seen growing in the filtered
shade of tall, overstory trees, or with 2 to 6 hours of direct
sun.
