Description: Indian bean is rapid growing tree. The leaves are large and heart shaped, being 20-
30 cm long. Flowers are white with purple spots and orange stripes, fragrant, bell-shaped,
numerous in panicles. Long, cylindrical capsules filled with winged seeds are formed from the

flowers.

Origin and spreading: S.E. of U.S.A.

Ecology: Rich moist soils by the sides of streams and
rivers.

Usage: Spectacular early summer flowers
and beautiful bright green foliage make
the catalpa one of the best ornamental
tree. The wood is brittle, but does not rot
easily; it is used for fence posts. The
roots are highly poisonous.

Cultivation: It prefers moist soil and full sun. It is
easily raised from seeds which germinate early in the
first season.
